Second Saturday Bird Walks
For Families and Beginners

San Fernando Valley Audubon leads free bird walks for beginning adults and
families with school-age children on the second Saturday of each month.
(Saturdays Jan. 9, Feb. 13 and Mar. 13.) Enjoy the lovely Sepulveda Basin
Wildlife Reserve, with its trails and wildlife lake. This is your opportunity to learn
more about bird identification and behavior, while becoming acquainted with
the Wildlife Area. This walk is designed for anyone who has never been on a
bird walk, beginning birdwatchers, families with school-age children.
Meet at the amphitheater of the Wildlife Area at 9:00 AM. The entrance is in
the southeast part of Woodley Park, between Victory Blvd. and Burbank Blvd.
on Woodley Ave. Look for the sign for the Wildlife Reserve (same entrance as
the Japanese Gardens). Bear right at the fork in the road and go east ½ mile
to the Wildlife Area parking. Walk south past the monumental rocks and
restroom building to the amphitheater. Wear sturdy shoes and layered
clothing. A cap or hat with a brim is suggested. They have binoculars to loan,
but bring your own if you have them.
