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THE SIX“D’s” OF
CRIME PREVENTION

This is the first in a series of crime prevention tips. With each
newsletter | hope to get information into your hands to help you stay
safe.

1. Deter:

September 2009

Install neighborhood watch signs, decals on windows,
motion detector lights around the house, and keep shrubs
and hedges manicured.

2. Deceive: Make the home look lived in. Keep lights on, use several
timers, radio/TV on, newspapers picked up, flyers off

doors, mail taken in.

Make the entry tougher. Use good locks on the doors and
windows.

3. Delay:

Hide valuables. The first room hit is generally the master
bedroom. Consider using the children’s room or the
garage to store valuables. An old box on a garage shelf
would probably be the safest place. Keep less frequently
used items in a safety deposit box.

4. Deny:

5. Detect: Be suspicious of strangers or strange vehicles. Make

sure that the potential suspect sees your interest. Take
license plate numbers and if necessary, call the police.
Suspects almost always knock at the door to see if anyone

is home.

6. Dog: Consider getting a dog. Size is not so much of a
consideration as a noisy one. More than half of burglars
interviewed said that they dislike dogs in the potential
homes of victims. As an animal lover, | would encourage
you to have a dog in your home, only if you plan to make
the dog part of your family, and not a four-legged burglar

alarm that is relegated to the backyard on a chain.

Hot Weather Safety Tips for Dogs
If your dog is outside on a hot day, make sure he has a shady spot to rest in. Never
leave your dog in a closed vehicle on a hot day. The temperature inside a car can rise
to over 120 degrees in a matter of minutes. Always provide plenty of cool, fresh water.
Avoid strenuously exercising your dog on extremely hot days. Take walks in the early
mornings or evenings, when the sun's heat is less intense. Try to avoid prolonged
exposure to hot asphalt or sand, which can burn your dog's paws. Dogs that are
brachycephalic (short-faced), such as Bulldogs, Boxers, and Pekingese, have an
especially hard time in the heat because they do not pant as efficiently as longer-faced
dogs. Keep your brachycephalic dog inside with air-conditioning.
